How do | sign up for a Junior meeting with my counselor?

1. Complete the college questionnaire on the Stanton website (under the Junior tab).

2. Complete the activities sheet or create a resume.
3. Email both forms to your counselor and list a few times/days that you would prefer for your appointment.

4. Check your email for a response from your counselor. Your appointment is NOT set until you receive a
confirmation!
