SCHOOL-COMMUNITY RELATIONS AND INTERLOCAL AGREEMENTS 

9.30 USE OF FACILITIES AND GROUNDS 
 

The School Board considers school buildings and grounds as community centers which may be available for 
any legal assembly. The Superintendent or designee shall approve the use of all School Board facilities. The 
use of school property, facilities, and equipment shall not interfere with the educational program of the 
school. 

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS 
The principal or building administrator shall secure the approval of the Superintendent or designee 
before authorizing the use of school property, facilities, and equipment. The principal shall be 
responsible for safeguarding school property, facilities, and equipment; enforcing and informing 
groups of School Board policies; executing proper forms; and, when appropriate, collecting 
payments, prior to making the facility available to the requesting organization. The principal shall 
retain the right to refuse access to the building based on failure to follow policies and procedures. 
The principal shall ensure that proper documentation is available and shall provide written 
notification regarding the refusal of future building utilization requests, for organizations using the 
facilities in a manner inconsistent with the agreement. The following conditions shall apply:
